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Transforming Hurst 
 
 
 
The Transforming Hurst Redevelopment Program, featuring three different areas of the 
city, is taking shape.  On western Pipeline Road, the Heritage Village redevelopment 
had a ground breaking in January 2008.  Included in the complex is a fire station, senior 
citizen center, and mixed use development.  The Fire Station and Senior Center, both 
shown on the preceding page, began operations in fiscal year 2009-2010.  The new fire 
station #2 replaces the City’s previous fire station #2, which was over 40 years old and 
the 30,000 square foot senior center is already being enjoyed by over 2,500 eligible 
members.  For central Hurst, plans continue to be developed for Hurst Town Center 
where redevelopment will occur in a large area around Hurst City Hall.  At this time, 
project plans include mixed use, entertainment, hotels and a meeting venue.  The overall 
cost will be shared by the City and private developers.  The Hurst Conference Center 
(HCC) recently opened and will be the focal point of the development.  The City 
constructed HCC in accordance with its strategic plan and is an anchor for future 
redevelopment in Hurst Town Center.  HCC is a 50,000 square-foot, state-of-the-art 
facility with a premier executive boardroom and ballroom, which is also shown on the 
preceding page.  Together with well-appointed finishes, technologically advanced 
amenities and exceptional on-site catering, our facilities offer an ideal location for 
meetings, trade shows and events welcoming up to 900 quests.  The last project area is 
around Bellaire Drive in the eastern part of the city and preliminary plans feature mixed 
use, a theater and Arts District.  As the city approaches build out, city staff will continue 
to be aggressive in implementation of the Transforming Hurst Redevelopment program 
to help ensure the continued financial stability of the city.

The Capital Improvements Program as of October 1, 2010 is submitted herein. This 
program identifies major projects and capital items that are not typically included in the 
Annual Operating Budget. The Capital Improvements Program provides for major 
equipment purchases and funding for the construction and renovation of major facilities 
and infrastructure. The City primarily funds capital projects with: Certificates of 
Obligation, Revenue Bonds, General Obligation Bonds, Special Projects funds, 
Community Services Half-Cent Sales Tax funds, Anti-Crime Half-Cent Sales Tax funds, 
capital reserve funds, and federal and state grants.  
 
Funded projects included in the Capital Improvements Program for 2010-11 total 
$24,565,819. Unfunded projects, which represent future improvements that will be 
funded as time, budgets, economic conditions, and priorities allow, are also included in 
the program. Unfunded projects total $72,649,897 and represent all improvements in all 
areas of City operations identified by staff to date. 
 
Projects are generally identified through staff analysis, citizen input, meetings with City 
Council and Boards and Commissions, and the Annual Strategic Planning Process. The 
City’s most recent bond election resulted in voters’ approval of eight projects totaling 
$11.7 million. The projects approved include: new Fire Station #2, new Senior Citizen 
Activity Center, Bellaire Drive Reconstruction, Hayes Lane Drainage Improvements, 
Zelda Drive Drainage Improvements, Library Expansion, Lorean Branch Channel 
Widening, and Hurst Athletic Complex Improvements. Bonds in the amount of $8.6 
million were issued for the fire station, senior center, library, and Zelda/Hayes Lane 
Drainage projects. The City plans to issue the final $3.1 million in voter approved bonds 
within the next two years and project schedules will continue to be updated in 
accordance with project planning and activity. 
 
It is important to note that this document provides an update of the City’s current 
redevelopment plans collectively known as Transforming Hurst: A Vision for the Future. 
Transforming Hurst primarily consists of three redevelopment projects: Heritage Village, 
Hurst Town Center Redevelopment, and Bellaire Arts District. The redevelopment 
projects are in various stages of design, review, construction and completion. A ground-
breaking ceremony for Transforming Hurst was held in late January 2008. In 2008-09, 
the City replaced a forty-two year old fire station with the opening of new Fire Station 
#2. The new Senior Citizen Activity Center and Heritage Village Plaza were also 
completed and opened last year. Over 2,500 senior citizens have become members of 



the new state-of-the-art activity center. Each of these projects is located within Heritage 
Village. The Hurst Conference Center (HCC), which is part of the Hurst Town Center 
Redevelopment efforts, had its ground breaking ceremony June 18, 2009 and opened 
for business in September 2010. HCC is a 50,000 square foot venue that can 
accommodate a wide variety of events from intimate indoor or outdoor gatherings and 
weddings to formal ceremonies and corporate events. The conference center also 
provides a positive financial impact for the Hurst Town Center hotels and restaurants 
that are within walking distance. Overall, plans for Transforming Hurst have not been 
finalized, and each project area will require further refinement. Input from the business 
community, development community and Hurst residents will continue to be key 
components of establishing the final planning. The City and its community partners 
came together when Transforming Hurst was simply an idea and it’s exciting to see the 
completion of several projects, but more work remains at hand. Redevelopment projects 
will help ensure that the City of Hurst remains a viable and vibrant community. 
 
The City of Hurst continues to utilize a “pay-as-you-go” method to complete numerous 
projects. Most pay-as-you-go projects are located in the Special Projects and 
Community Services Half-Cent Sales Tax Funds. The funded Capital Improvements 
Program (CIP) for 2010-11 includes Special Projects and Community Services Half-
Cent pay-as-you-go funding equal to $5.5 million and $2 million, respectively. The 
Special Projects Fund is primarily financed with year-end transfers from General Fund 
balance. The City is able to achieve substantial savings by utilizing pay-as-you-go 
funding as a substitute for debt issuance.  
 
Grant funding is also a key component of the 2010-11 CIP plan. There are three 
projects that will receive reimbursement grants from various private, state and federal 
agencies to enhance safety, transportation and energy efficiency for the City. The City 
will utilize funds from the federal government and Oncor’s “Take the Load Off” program 
to gain energy efficiency at City Hall through HVAC equipment and light fixture 
upgrades. The City will also construct 12,000 feet of sidewalks under the Texas 
Department of Transportation’s “Safe Routes to School Program.” The sidewalks will be 
constructed around an elementary campus that has 57% of its student body currently 
walking or biking to school. Federal dollars will also be used to construct a concrete hike 
and bike trail system that is contiguous with trail systems of neighboring cities.  
     
The City Council has shown its commitment to the City of Hurst by continuing to identify 
and support projects that enhance the overall condition and appearance of City 
facilities, infrastructure, and major equipment. The City’s Capital Improvements 
Program is an important tool to ensure that Hurst addresses the infrastructure needs in 
our community and continues to offer a Quality of Life second to none.

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How to use this Budget 
 

 
The City of Hurst Capital Improvements Program Budget as of October 1, 2011 is a companion 
to the City’s 2011-2012 Operating Budget.  This document provides a more in-depth look at the 
capital projects currently under design and construction that were summarized in the Operating 
Budget.  All expenditures shown in this document are as of September 30, 2011.  However, as 
this document also includes projects that are authorized during the FY 2011-2012 budget 
process, the actual date of this Budget is October 1, the first day of the new fiscal year.  The 
Capital Projects Budget is divided into two main sections:  Funded Projects and Unfunded 
Projects.  Funded projects have at least partial funding identified for design and/or construction 
to be approved by City Council and City Management.  Unfunded projects represent future 
needs identified by staff that will be funded as time, budgets, and priorities allow.  Projects that 
are partially funded are shown in both the funded and unfunded sections. 
 
Funded projects can be approved by the City Council as a part of the yearly budgeting process 
or during the year as needs arise.  Projects are funded from a variety of sources including the 
issuance of debt (bonds), operating funds, reserves, grants and savings from completed 
projects.  The description of each project follows the listing of Funded Projects on pages 1-3.  
This listing categorizes each project by the main class of infrastructure being improved, by the 
project, and by a listing of the various funding sources for the project.  Each project contains a 
page of narrative describing the project, the need for it, and how it fits into the City’s overall 
capital plan.  The second page contains an estimate of any operating costs associated with a 
project.  Projects are not approved unless an estimate of any operating budget impact is 
considered.  The capital projects section of the operating budget also contains operating cost 
impact information.  Each Project has two budgets, an Estimated Budget and an Actual Budget.  
The Estimated Budget is an indication of the entire cost of the project and the amount each 
funding source that has been allocated or is planned to be allocated to the project.  Funding 
amounts dedicated to projects correspond to the figures on the listing of funded projects.  If a 
project scope is very large, its completion may span several years, and may not be fully funded 
at this time.  Any unfunded amounts are noted underneath the estimated budget, and the 
project will also appear in the Unfunded Section of the Capital Improvements Program book.  
The Current Project Actual budget is maintained by the departments that administer the projects 
in conjunction with the Fiscal Services Department.  It represents portions of the project where 
the budget has been allocated to a particular task or contract.  These contracts are approved as 
they are needed by the City Manager or City Council, and are not added to the Current Project 
Actual section until such approval has been received.  The Current Project Actual budget will 
always be equal to or less than the Estimated Budget. 
 
Wholly unfunded projects are proposed projects that staff has identified, as future needs.  They 
are separated out by priority:  Short Term projects are those scheduled to begin within one to 
three years, Medium Term projects are expected to begin in four to six years, and Long Term 
projects will not begin for at least seven years.  These classifications are meant to serve as 
guides to the relative need for each project, and are not restrictive like the budgets of funded 
projects.  In some cases, projects may move up in importance due to development of adjacent 
areas, others may be put off indefinitely due to lack of funding and/or a lack of present need for 
the project.

There are three primary areas that are specifically addressed in the Transforming Hurst Program:

· Bellaire Drive (primary project 11TH001)
· West Pipeline Road or Heritage Village (primary project 11TH002)
· Hurst Town Center Redevelopment (primary project 11TH003)

All three areas are in various stages of review, design, or construction.  The projects that are the farthest along are Heritage Village and Hurst Town Center.
 Architect Ron Hobbs was hired to plan and present preliminary planning for both areas. 

None of the projects are to a point that they have been completely finalized, and each will require further input and refinement from our community partners.
Input from the business community, development community and Hurst residents will continue to be key components of establishing the final planning.

PROJECT DESCRIPTION:  

One key component of the City's Strategic Plan is to promote comprehensive revitalization and redevelopment programs that would include mixed-use
development and upgrades and improvements to Pipeline Road, Bedford Euless Road, Highway 10, the Bellaire area, and Hurst Town Center.

Redevelopment and Revitalization Strategies and Action Plans have been defined over the past six years to include specific projects and private and public
amenities that would assist the Hurst community in positioning itself to deflect the impacts of economic development competition and protect the tax base
for the future.  The Mixed-Use Zoning Ordinance was also implemented in 2005 to address the key redevelopment strategies focusing on the important
east/west corridors.  A marketing plan was also identified for the Bellaire area and the Pipeline Road corridor.

This project includes a redevelopment study, economic development incentives, and improvements to Pipeline Road in an effort to enhance the Bellaire
area.

PROJECT JUSTIFICATION:  

Public Input: 
In 2005, the City hired the University of North Texas Survey Research Center to conduct a statistically valid phone survey. The survey included questions
related to the support of Revitalization and Redevelopment of our commercial corridors and the building of a meeting facility.  Redevelopment was the
highest rated need identified by respondents.  The City will continue to seek public input from all interested parties through work-sessions, town hall forums,
and other meetings as deemed necessary.  Public input is extremely important.  

Funding of the Bellaire Drive Sustainability Plan:
Funding will be provided through a combination of City reserves, the issuance of COs, and interlocal contributions from the NCTCOG and the City of
Bedford.  Per Council's direction, City Staff will work to ensure the Transforming Hurst projects do not impact the tax rate to Hurst residents.  In fact, each
project's end result is expected to enhance the City's tax base.

There are three primary areas that are specifically addressed in the Transforming Hurst Program:

· Bellaire Drive (primary project 11TH001)
· West Pipeline Road or Heritage Village (primary project 11TH002)
· Hurst Town Center Redevelopment (primary project 11TH003)

All three areas are in various stages of review, design, or construction.  The projects that are built are in Heritage Village (Senior Activity Center and Fire
Station No. 2) and Hurst Town Center (Conference Center).  Architect Ron Hobbs is still presenting preliminary planning for the Bellaire area.

The Bellaire projects will require further input and refinement from our community partners.  Input from the business community, development community,
and Hurst residents will continue to be key components of establishing the final planning.

PROJECT DESCRIPTION:  

One key component of the City's Strategic Plan is to promote comprehensive revitalization and redevelopment programs that would include mixed-use
development and upgrades and improvements to Pipeline Road, Bedford Euless Road, Highway 10, the Bellaire area, and Hurst Town Center.

Redevelopment and Revitalization Strategies and Action Plans have been defined over the past six years to include specific projects and private and public
amenities that would assist the Hurst community in positioning itself to deflect the impacts of economic development competition and protect the tax base
for the future.  The Mixed-Use Zoning Ordinance was also implemented in 2005 to address the key redevelopment strategies focusing on the important
east/west corridors.  A marketing plan was also identified for the Bellaire area and the Pipeline Road corridor.

This project includes a redevelopment study, economic development incentives, and improvements to Pipeline Road in an effort to enhance the Bellaire
area.

PROJECT JUSTIFICATION:  

Public Input: 
In 2005, the City hired the University of North Texas Survey Research Center to conduct a statistically valid phone survey. The survey included questions
related to the support of Revitalization and Redevelopment of our commercial corridors and the building of a meeting facility.  Redevelopment was the
highest rated need identified by respondents.  The City will continue to seek public input from all interested parties through work-sessions, town hall forums,
and other meetings as deemed necessary.  Public input is extremely important.  

Funding of the Bellaire Drive Sustainability Plan:
Funding will be provided through a combination of City reserves, the issuance of COs, and interlocal contributions from the NCTCOG and the City of
Bedford.  Per Council's direction, City Staff will work to ensure the Transforming Hurst projects do not impact the tax rate to Hurst residents.  In fact, each
project's end result is expected to enhance the City's tax base.

PROJECT DESCRIPTION:

Ron Hobbs has conducted a needs assessment for the police department.  His analysis of today's needs for adequate functionality is 61,000 sq. ft.   

A parking garage will be constructed for parking of police department vehicles, along with employees and visitors to both city hall and police/courts building.

PROJECT JUSTIFICATION:

The current police station was originally constructed in 1983, with an addition added in 1998 for a total square footage of 27,000.  

The current facility is not adequate in size or functional for today's staffing level or operational. We currently have 119 full time employees, of these 74 are
sworn positions.

 The Criminal Investigation Division currently is working out of two facilities.  The majority of the investigators work in the main facility. Due to the shortage of
office space three detectives work out of the storefront of E. Hurst Blvd along with the Victim Assistance Coordinator. This causes supervision issues with
coordinating cases and resources they need for their investigations.  There are currently no interview rooms conducive for interviewing the victims,
witnesses or family members, which at times does require three to four people in the interview room.  Currently they are required to look around the building
to find available space. 

The jail facility has 34 available beds. In 2010 the department booked in 3,600 people.  It is not uncommon for the jail to house and process over capacity,
some days up to 120%.

The locker room area for the female employees does not have adequate locker space for civilian and sworn employees.  We currently have eleven female
officers who need larger locker space than available in the female locker room.  The lockers in the men and women locker-rooms do not have proper lockers

Jaycee-Baker Park is identified in the 1997 Master Park Plan as a neighborhood park and serves numerous users from the surrounding neighborhoods as
well as daycare providers who utilize the playground.  This project involves the addition of components to the park that will improve the recreational value of
the site and allow the park to continue to attract people in the immediate neighborhoods.

PROJECT DESCRIPTION:  

Jaycee-Baker Park is a 4.06-acre park located between Arcadia Street and Highway 820 along the Calloway Branch.  This project includes the addition of
a pavilion/shade shelter, a jogging/walking trail, picnic units, landscaping, and the replacement of the drinking fountain.

The 1986 Master Parks Plan states the need for a Community Park in South Hurst.  In 1986, the City received a donation of 29 acres of land from the Rickel
Foundation for the development of Rickel Park.  Rickel Park was constructed and dedicated in 1989.  At the same time, the City received a donation of 3
acres from Centennial Homes in their new development "Village at Park Forest".  As identified in the 1997 Master Park Plan Update, this project addresses
the development of a neighborhood park, as well as a linear park along the power line right-of-way to the east to connect to Rickel Park.

PROJECT DESCRIPTION:  

The planned neighborhood park portion of this project is a 3-acre open area located on the western edge of the new development "Village at Park Forest".
The park is located approximately one block north of State Highway 10 and just east of Bellaire Drive.  The area is well situated for a neighborhood park to
serve the new development.  Installations will include a playground, a jogging/walking trail, picnic units and benches, a drinking fountain, and landscaping.
Infrastructure items include a small parking lot, irrigation, and security lighting.  A jogging/walking trail would also extend from the neighborhood park east
along the linear park and into Rickel Park.

PROJECT JUSTIFICATION:  

The new residential development being built in this area falls outside of any of the neighborhood park service zones in the City.  In addition to meeting this
need, the development of this park will result in the unique combination of neighborhood and community parks tied together by a linear park.
